After School Rehearsals or Performances

After School Rehearsals and Performances are required for Beginning Band
members and are composed of 2 Concerts (December and April) and the 4-6 associated
after school rehearsals. These rehearsals and performances will count as Summative
(test) grades. There is no way to make up an after school rehearsal or a performance.

Absences from After School Rehearsals or Performances

All After School Rehearsals and Performances are scheduled well in advance and
announced in multiple ways (paper, FOCUS emails and SMS, website calendar
www.jinksmsband.com/calendar). It is the student’s responsibility to make sure his or
her parents are informed of all upcoming events. The only absences that will be
excused are ones that A) are cleared with me at least 24 hours before the
event or B) involve an actual illness with a doctor’s note. Homework is not
an acceptable reason for an Excused Absence. Birthdays or birthday parties
are not an acceptable reason for an Excused Absence. Students who are well
enough to stay for the school day are well enough to stay for after school
activities. Not having a ride home is not an excuse for missing an event. If
asked in advance, I can help arrange a ride home. Excused absences will be
noted as “Exempt”, and Unexcused Absences will be noted as “Missing”.
